Resignations
None at the time of writing.
I will begin with the positives and social events. We finished 2009 with our Christmas Event at Poppyfields which attracted the usual suspects plus one new resident who had moved on to Eynesbury Manor during the summer. 
The Committee decided to revive the Easter Egg Hunt for the children this year. This is an event which was originally held, successfully, at Easter 2007. Twenty one young children accompanied by their parents/appropriate adults braved the cold, windy but bright day to gather in a field on the Pocket Park. The children seemed to thoroughly enjoy themselves and we certainly did. Our thanks go to John and Kay Comfort for almost clearing Tesco’s shelves purchasing a copious amount of Easter Eggs and organising a brilliant event. Thank you to everyone who came along to offer support and to join in the fun.
The Summer BBQ took place in July with 23 adults attending plus 6 children. Third Party Insurance continues to be an expensive issue which has impeded our choice of venue. However, amongst the adult attendees were 2 new residents. We always say if we can attract at least one new family to each event, then we are succeeding in a small way to create a spirit of community on Eynesbury Manor.

With the dissolution earlier this year of Eynesbury Hardwicke Parish Council, some of their funds were distributed throughout the community. We were presented with additional funding of £300, a great boost to our coffers. The Parish Council were also generous enough to award £2,000 to The Barford Road Pocket Park for new seating and picnic equipment to be purchased and put in place by the Park Rangers. I should point out that this is a separate issue to the Trim Trail area of the Park. Eynesbury Manor now comes under the authority of the Town Council.

You will have received your letter and plan from Huntingdon District Council regarding the reinstatement of items 1,2,4 & 7 to the Park, the Ombudsman seeming to find on behalf of HDC. There is quite an extensive amount of work, of course, still to be done to enhance the landscape and the area where the equipment is sited but at least events are moving in the right direction. There are also plans in place for the gravel path from Chapman Way to the Marina to be extensively improved.
We have been relatively successful in arranging for street lighting to be repaired and continue to address queries regarding adoption of the estate. Many of you will be aware that Persimmon are now on site completing Phase III at Wren Walk. There has been quite a lot of activity on the Estate involving the replacing of drain covers and general lifting of covers and clipboard checking recently. We can only assume that we are moving towards a time when adoption will take place but I would imagine we still have some months to go.
Parking continues to be the bane of our lives on Eynesbury Manor but I can only reiterate what has been said before that the Police have no legal jurisdiction because of lack of adoption. We can only appeal to everyone who lives on EM to have consideration for their neighbours when parking and driving and in fact in general. 

Work has at last commenced on the new development, Knights Park which means more families to attract and to keep informed.
As has been previously stated, we are self-funding, with the support of SI Consulting for website sponsorship and advertising fees from local companies including DN Gardening. John Town kindly photocopies our newsletters, in colour, free of charge, a massive contribution to EMRA. 
In conclusion I would add that I’ve been doing this now since October 2006, so if there is anyone out there with some fresh ideas, and who would like to takeover, please step up to the plate. Finally, I would like to convey my appreciation and thanks your Committee for their magnificent support throughout another year.
