The meeting was opened at 8:10pm and the Chair welcomed the committee members, Councillor Steve Van De Kerkhove, and EM residents to the meeting. 

AB invited anyone in attendance to take up the position of Chair which would be vacated by the end of the meeting. There being no one present wishing to do so, the Chair then read out the paragraph of the Constitution relating to the dissolution of Eynesbury Manor Residents’ Association, as follows:
“Dissolution
In the event of the Association being dissolved all monies available will be used to pay any outstanding debts accrued by the Association. The Committee in Office will disperse any monies then remaining at the time of the Dissolution.”

AB requested KB, the Treasurer, to update the assembled on the current bank details. KB advised that there would be an amount of £297.22 after payment to Poppyfields for the hire of the residents’ lounge for the meeting. A cheque made payable to The Post Office in the sum of £23.50 was made available to AB to pass on to the Office at Poppyfields. 
AB suggested that perhaps the EM residents would like to join the Eynesbury Village Association which they could join for a membership premium of £1.00 per annum. EVA holds several events throughout the year including a Christmas Event which will be held in the Methodist Hall in 2011. SVdK suggested that perhaps the EM residents could join as individuals but with a representative group from EM. JT did not think there would be many residents who would take this path.
AB advised that the EMRA website domain name fee had been paid for a further three years in May 2010 which takes it up to 2013. MP agreed to maintain the website.

AB asked what the residents would like to do with the money in the EMRA account. Suggestions of donating to a local charity were declined. JT suggested a leaving party for AB and RB in recognition for their work over the years.
KG suggested that some of the money could be used for a party and the residue handed over to the Park Rangers to provide something for the residents to enjoy or at least put the cash towards something for the Park.

A possible date for the leaving party, to be confirmed, was put forward as the 12th March. 

AB advised that she held the keys to the bollards at Flawn Way and to the Noticeboard at Dumbelton Surgery. New keyholders to be confirmed.

The meeting having come to an end both AB and RB declared their resignation from Eynesbury Manor Residents’ Association.
